sentenced to pay a fine of not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000).

If you believe you are eligible to vote but your name is not on the voter list, you may
request a challenged ballot by calling AAA. AAA will provide PERB with your mailing
address, e-mail address, and telephone number. PERB will mail you a provisional
ballot package with instructions on casting the challenged ballot by mail. Challenged
ballots may be requested ONLY from Thursday, January 25, 2024, at 6:00 a.m.
